4. Between 1886 – 1899 there were the most childhood deaths, reaching a peak in 1892 with 11 deaths. Why do you think that was? What can you find out about this time period? What do you think caused their deaths?

5. Why do you think there were so few deaths of children after the 1930’s ?

6. What was the average age of deaths?

7. Did more children die in the summer or winter months? Why do you think this might be?
