Using the Churchyard with Census work

A Census is taken every 10 years in the United Kingdom. It tells us an amazing amount of information about the population- where people are living, what jobs they do how old they are, where they were born and where they are living now.

The information is not released to the general public for 100 years but we can look at the Census Returns (the name for the information on the census) for the period when the churchyard was first being used and we can discover so much about what was going on in Cowley and East Oxford at this time.

We can link the information on the Census to the information on the memorial and build a picture of that person. We can find out where they lived, who shared a home with them, what they did for a living and when and sometimes how they died.
